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Regulatory Practices and Theoretical Logic in China’s Performance Industry

Abstract: The regulatory practices of China's performing arts industry are mainly concentrated on
standardizing online performances, strengthening regulation on performance qualification, enhancing
content regulation, severely cracking down on scalping tickets by scalpers, and supporting the devel-
opment of the performing arts industry. The theoretical logic of performing arts industry regulation can
be summarized in three principles of unification of dual effects, collaborative governance, and inclusive
and prudential regulation. It is necessary to strengthen coordinated regulation and targeted regulation to
promote the healthy and orderly development of the performing arts industry.
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
