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Research on the Path to Cultivating Students' Autonomous
Management Ability in Rural Schools

Abstract This article focuses on an in-depth discussion of the cultivation paths for students' self-management abilities
in rural schools. The research results show that currently, students in rural schools generally present a relatively low level
in terms of self-management ability, which is specifically manifested in multiple dimensions such as self-care in daily
life, study planning, and interpersonal communication.
